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６ Malfunctions and Causes 4 - Method of Use

② Place a bag in the sealer.
Place the open side of the bag on the top part of the heater while pulling 
the sides of the bag with both hands to the left and right.

Pressing down the table after placing a bag in the sealer will send an 
electrical current through the heater and make it possible to seal.
For a neat and secure seal, use the following method.

① Set the heating time based on the material, thickness, etc. of the bag. 
Increasing the volume lengthens the heating time.
Unnecessarily long heating times will wear out the Teflon sheet and 
silicone rubber more quickly and cause bad seals, so adjust the 
heating time to the minimum necessary.

③ Press down the table.
After setting the bag with both hands, lightly press down the table so 
that the upper seal bar comes down and holds the bag. The heat 
indicator light will blink and heat up for the time set on the timer. During 
the sealing process, press the table just enough to keep it down. Pressing 
it too hard will cause it to break.

● Installing the rubber

① Lightly press on the rubber with the 
index finger and stick it on straight from 
one end to the other.

② Press and stick the overhanging front 
and back of the Teflon tape onto the 
rubber.

③ Install the heater. 
(See 5-5. Replacing the Heater.”)

④ Cover the heater with the Teflon 
sheet and attach the table. (See “3-2. 
Attaching the Table.”)

● Removing the rubber

① Remove the heater. 
(See 5-5. Replacing the Heater”)

② Remove the rubber.

③ Leave adhesive tape remaining below 
as is.
(If it seems burnt and deteriorated, 
carefully remove and replace with thin 
double-sided tape.)

④ Cool the seal.
Continue holding down the table for 1-2 seconds after heating is finished in 
order to cool down the seal.
Letting go immediately will cause the welded seal to stretch out and make 
the film thin, thus weakening the seal.

⑤ Raise the table and finish sealing.
Letting go of the pressure on the table will raise the seal bar, completely 
the seal process.

⑥ Readjusting the heating time
Continuously sealing will gradually raise the seal temperature and cause 
over-welding, which will wear out seals and parts more quickly.
Readjust the heating time so that it is shorter than the initial time.

5. Replacing Consumable Parts

Some of the parts of this heat sealer gradually wear out with use. 
Replace parts by referring to “5-2 Replacement Timing for Consumable 
Parts.” Replace parts only after fully understanding the structure of the 
sealing part. Errors made in replacement may lead to defective seals or 
fire. 
Consumables may be ordered using the following names of parts.

● Removing the heater

① Remove the table and peel off the 
Teflon sheet.

② Remove the screws on the right and 
left side of the heater cover, and take off 
the cover.

③ The heater can be removed af ter 
unscrewing the right and lef t heater 
screws.

● Installing the heater

① Loosely fasten the heater to the left 
electrode using a screw.
② Press down the right electrode, and 
while pulling the heater to the electrode, 
fasten it with a screw.
③ Tighten the left screw. (Over-tightening 
the screw may cause breakage. Tighten 
the screw moderately.)
④ Make sure the heater is not twisted or 
wrinkled.
⑤ Fasten the heater cover on the left and 
right with screws.
⑥ Attach the table. (See “3.2 Attaching 
the Table.”)

Before replacing parts, be sure to unplug the electrical cord from the 
outlet.
Unnecessary replacements may cause the machine to run differently. 
Replace consumable parts at the proper time.

① Remove the table.
Loosen the plastic screws (white) on the 
bottom of the table, and remove the table 
from the heater bar.

② Loosen the plastic screws (black) on 
the Teflon holding clamp.
Loosen just enough to pull out the Teflon 
sheet.

③ Pull out the Teflon sheet toward the 
front.
Pull it out just enough (2-3cm) so that the 
burnt part of the sheet does not touch 
the heater.

④ Use scissors to cut off the part of the 
Teflon sheet that was pulled out and is no 
longer needed.
Be careful not to cut off too much so that 
it can be tucked into the table.

⑤ Attach the table.
See “3-1. Attaching the Table.”
Tuck in the edge of the Teflon sheet using 
the table.

⑥ Take up the slack of the Teflon sheet.
After slightly loosening the plastic screws 
(black) on the Teflon holding clamp, turn 
the Teflon wind-up shaft and take up the 
slack in the sheet while tightening the 
plastic screws (black).

Use the following as a guide for the replacement timing of consumable 
parts.

● Teflon sheet
Replace when it is burnt and the surface is rough. (Seals are weak)
*Extra Teflon sheet length is rolled onto the wind-up shaft. Unroll and 
use as needed. No replacement is necessary until all of the sheet is used 
up.’
● Heater
Replace when the heater burns out. (Sealing is completely impossible)
● Rubber
Replace when it is burnt and the surface is rough, and/or when the Teflon 
sheet is completely used up. 
*The rubber is covered by the Teflon sheet, so it normally is not visible. 
Check the condition of the rubber when replacing the Teflon sheet.
● Silicone rubber
Replace when it is burnt and the surface is rough. (Seals are not neat)
